August General Meeting Summary  

OTC AUGUST GENERAL MEETING 
The August General Meeting was preceded by an ice-cream so-
cial at 7:00 PM with the meeting getting underway at 7:30 PM.  
Scott Woodward introduced Mr. Gus Vina, Encinitas City Manag-
er.  Mr. Vinaôs primary objective was to familiarize  Olivenhain 
residents with the emerging strategic plan for the city.  Mr. Vina 
introduced the other city officials also present at the meeting:  
Ms. Lisa Shafer, Encinitas Deputy Mayor; Mr. Mike Daigle, Encin-
itas Fire Chief; and Mr. Jeff Murphy, Director, Encinitas Planning 
and Building Department. 
 
Chief Daigle spoke briefly about the successful effort on the part 
of Olivenhain residents to establish Fire Station #6 as a 7/24/365 
operation.  The Chief mentioned that an open house is planned 
for October 9th for Olivenhain residents to ñmeet and greetò the 
staff at this new fire-house. 
 
Mr. Vina summarized the framework of the Encinitas Strategic 
Plan 2013.   The planning process consists of three phases:  City 
Council ñvisioningò; community planning for each of the 5 commu-
nities and approval of the combined plan by City Council.  The 
process is now moving into the second phase during which Mr. 
Vina will be meeting with the town councils of all 5 communities.  
Mr. Vina summarized the mission, vision, and operating princi-
ples for the strategic planning process and the 8 ñfocus areasò 

that have been identified during the first phaseð- Transportation, 
Recreation, Economic Development, Environment, Arts & Cul-
ture, Public Safety, Organizational Effectiveness and Efficiency 
and Community Planning.  Mr. Vina also shared the broad goals 
that City Council has established for each focus area.  Mr. Vina 
said that he and his staff will facilitate sessions within each of the 
5 communities to develop the community-specific plans that are 
the desired outcome of the second planning phase.   The exact 
dates and locations for these community planning sessions are 
still to be determined.  A general discussion session followed 
mostly consisting of expression of concern about a perceived 
lack of emphasis on maintaining ñcommunity characterò.
